Access Line - An arrangement which connects the customer's location to a switching center or point
of presence.

Authorized User - A person, firm, corporation, or any other entity authorized by the Customer to
communicate utilizing the Company's service.

Carrier or Company - Whenever used in this tariff, "Carrier" or "Company" refers to CAT
Communications International, Inc., unless otherwise specified or clearly indicated by the context.

Commission - Kentucky Public Service Commission.

Customer - The person, firm, corporation, or other entity which orders, cancels, amends, or uses
service and is responsible for payment of charges and compliance with the Company's tariff.

Exchange Access Line - The serving central office line equipment and all Company plant facilities
up to and including the Company-provided Standard Network Interface.
